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With supplied glue install all caps.

Place assembled arbor in desired location for installation. Be sure sides are
plumb and square. Mark posts locations. Move arbor and dig holes to
below frost line for your location (minimum 24"). Fill holes with pre-mixed
concrete. Set arbor in to concrete. Make sure arbor is plumb, square, and
top is level. Brace as necessary until concrete sets. Bottom rails should

be approximately 7 3/4” from ground.

La yout arbor location and dig holes as indicated above. Insert

Be sure not to over-tighten
screws. Repeat for other side.

Insert 4x4 purlins through posts. krge
cutouts face top of arbor. These can be
filled with potting soil and used as a
planter.

Insert beams through posts. This locks
posts, purlins and beams together.

Insert 1 1/2” x 1 1/2” purlins.

Beams should protrude 2" beyond posts.
This will give you a standard 57" opening.
Opening can be adjusted by varying
amount of beam protruding beyond post.
Allow a minimum of 1/2” for attachment of
beam end caps. Secure with screws in
pre-drilled holes.

Purlins that extend through posts
should protrude 2”. Purlins that
extend through beams should pro-
trude 3 1/2". Secure purlins with
screws in pre-drilled holes.
